READ this manual carefully to acquaint your - self with the Disk Harrow. Opening unfamiliar
equipment can cause accidents.

LOWER IMPLEMENT if possible, when adjusting maintenance work; otherwise BLOCKS IT
SECURELY at a workable height.

When Implement and tractor is parked always lower disk to the ground and place a FLAG OR
OTHER WAARMING DEVICE on each corner as someone could run or bump into the implement.
Implement should be DETACHED ONLY in an area where Children DO NOT PLAY.

DO NOT wear loose fitting clothing that could catch on various parts.

Machinery should be OPERATED ONLY by those who are RESPONSIBLE AND DELAGATED to do
s0.

ONLY ONE PERSON - the operator — should be permitted on the tractor when implement is in
operation, he should be thoroughly familiar with tractor and implement.

MAKE CERTAIN that everyone is clear before starting tractor and implement combination.
BEFORE WORKING under the any hydraulically controlled unit MAKE SURE it is SECURELY
BLOCKED.

The RATE OF SPEED on hillsides or curves should be regulated so there is no danger of tipping.
DO Not drive too close to the edge of a ditch or creek.

REDUCE SPEED when transporting unit to avoid bouncing and momentary loss of steer ability.
MAKE CERTAIN tractor is equipped with sufficient front end weight to counter-balance the plow
weight and maintain stability of front of tractor.

DO NOT attempt to operate tractor and implement unless you are in the diver seat.

ALWAYS place transmission in PARK or NEUTRAL, LOCK BRAKES, STOP ENGINE AND REMOVE
START KEY before dismounting from the tractor.

NEVER stand between tractor and disc when hitching.

PROVIDE a first aid kit. Treat all scratches, cuts, etc. with proper antiseptic immediately.

If DECALS become damaged or come off, they should be replaced immediately.

REMEMBER that safe operation is no accident.
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ON HIGHWAY OPERATION

Use the SLOW MOVING vehicle emblem in daytime and approved warning lights at
night, or during other periods of poor visibility, to prevent highway accidents.

COMPLY with Local highway regulation concerning moving machinery on highways.
MAINTAIN complete Control of machines at all times when traveling on the highway.

Due to the width of the implement, USE EXTRA CAUTION on highways, far lanes and
when approaching gates.
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MODIFIED DISC

SAVES ORCHARD PASSES

A San Joaquin Valley tree fruit grower has helped develop a modified low-
profile disc that allows him to mow orchard berms in one pass without dam-
aging roots and low-hanging limbs.

Ken Seibert had been relying on chemical sprays to control weeds in his 150
acres of apples and cherries in Mendota until he decided to switch to
mechanical control. But discing too was proving difficult because discs were
either too tall and broke limbs or dug too deep and damaged roots.

A new customized harrow disc designed by Seibert in conjunction with
Madera, CA equipment manufacturer Domries avoids that problem and also
allows Seibert to till berms in one pass through the row instead of two.

The customized disc can be added to border makers to cultivate berms on
each side to avoid extra passes through the orchard. Normal implements
only till one side of a berm slope in each pass, so this cuts the number of
passes in half.

The disc harrow is 3-feet-wide and has six 12-inch discs on a gang rod. The
low profile avoids overhanging branches while the adjustable disc pitch and
angle fits the shape of the berm and allows Seibert to cut hard surfaces and
still cut shallow to avoid damaging roots.

So far Seibert said he is very pleased with the results of the disc.

“It works real well,” he said,“l wish | had done this years ago.”

Domries president Bernie Domries said the basic design holds potential for
other growers under similar conditions.

“| don’t see a reason in the world it won’t catch on,” he said.

Domries manufactured the specialized plow according to Seibert’s needs.
Through the years, he said, Domries has developed thousands of different
machines based on grower ideas.

“They’re the best ones to tell you what they need in the field,” Domries said.

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Domries warrant's all products of it's manufacture to be free of defects in material and workmanship under normal usage and maintenance
for the period of cne year from the date of delivery to the original purchaser.
RETURN GOODS

Domries shall have the option of requiring the prepaid return of any parts claimed defective, however, No parts shall be returned without
Domries warranty form with good authorized number. Goods shall be returned to such location as shall be designed by Domries.

Dornries will at it's option, either repair or replace, F.O.B. Domries factory. Such parts as appear to to Domries upon inspection, to have
been defective in materials and/or workmanship. Wearing parts that are determined to be defective are subject to an adjustment based upon
useful life.

REPAIRS

Any field or repairs must have the authorized repair number from Domries before any work is done. Claim for warranty must be made with
a Domries warranty form and repair number.

Domries will not accept any charged other than its direct Dealer shop labor costs and part required to remedy such parts and/or
workmanship at its Dealer place of business. The WARRANTY specifically excludes any charges for delivery, transporeation, and/or
shipping cost.

If the dealer is requested by the customer to travel or haul the machine to his shop or repair shop for the purpose of preforming a warranty
obligation or free inspection, it would be for the customers convenience, and the cost of such a trip is to be paid by the customer. Any
arrangement whereby the Dealer agrees to absorb all or a part of the cost is to be made between the Dealer and the Customer. To be
considered a courtesy to the Customer by their Dealer.

LIMITED WARRANTY

Qutside purchase equipment and accessories (not of Domries manufacture) are warranted only to the extent of the original manufacture's
warranty to Domries.

ITrem limited - Hydraulic cylinders and hose - Bearings - Disc Blades - Wheels - Tires - Tubes - Seals.

No Warranty shall be paid by Domries before the part or parts and labor have been paid to Domiries by the manufacturer. Domries shall
then compensate the dealer or customer.

NO WARRANTY
